
Information regarding 8th grade auditions for the 
Pankow Performing Arts program 

 
STUDENTS INTERESTED IN DANCE: 
All dance classes are full year classes for a two hour block at Pankow 
Classes count for a  0.5 Phys ed credit and a  1.0 Performing Arts credit 
Beginner dance students do NOT need to audition and should sign up for Dance 1.  
Please note that Dance 1 is a popular class so it is possible that some 
  students who sign up for Dance 1 will not have it on their schedule.   

Please choose alternate classes in case this should occur. 
Students interested in Dance 2:  Intermediate/Advanced Dance 
will need to perform an audition: 

All dance students meet at the beginning of the session to learn a routine  
Once students perform the routine they return to their classrooms.   
The length of the process will be determined by the number of participants. 

CURRENT 8th grade students may audition for the Dance 2  
 Intermediate/advanced dance class. 

CURRENT 8th grade students will not be admitted into Dance 3 as a ninth grade 
  student.  DO NOT SIGN UP FOR DANCE 3. 
 
STUDENTS INTERESTED IN ACTING: 
Acting is paired with English 9 (CP level 3/4 ) and is taught in a two hour block 
Classes count for a  1.0 English credit and a  1.0 Performing Arts credit 
All students must fill out an audition form and audition to be placed in the class. 
Auditions will consist of the following: 

Students are called down to the audition space in small groups  
of 3 – 5 students  

Students are given a script to read for the instructor one at a time. 
Students are sent back to the classroom. 

CURRENT 8th grade students may audition for the 9th grade Acting/English class
