COURSE SYLLABUS  2011 - 2012

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The TV & Broadcast Media program is designed to prepare students to explore careers in the television production field and to develop essential skills for employment in this field.  Training will involve studio exercises, which include the use of cameras, teleprompter, video, switcher, audio board, color graphics computer, videotape operation and staging.  This course emphasizes a hands-on approach to skill development with individual and group projects.  All equipment is state of the art and equals all broadcast and commercial standards.

COURSE OBJECTIVE(S):

The student will learn to:

Understand and use television production terminology

Create and evaluate outlines, scripts and storyboards

Work cooperatively in teams to create video productions

Perform on camera in an articulate and professional manner appropriate to their audience

Use all television equipment in the studio including, but not limited to, all cameras, character

 
generator (CG), video switcher, sound mixer, and video editing software. 

Explain and demonstrate the difference between numerous video genres, including, but not 

limited to:  music videos, advertisements, interviews, electronic field production (EFP), electronic news gathering (ENG), commercials and public service announcements (PSA).

Understand and demonstrate sensitivity for the student and faculty audience.

Demonstrate verbal and nonverbal communication skills in a format appropriate for student and

 faculty in a school setting.

Demonstrate respect for the television production equipment and the studio

Demonstrate responsible behavior in the production room and when shooting video outside of class

STUDENT OUTCOME(S):

This class is dedicated towards producing a quality video product.  Students are required to research and write news stories based on events in the district, or at their high school on a consistant basis learning to communicate ideas effectively through video images. Students will work in cooperative groups to produce interview segments, public service announcements, advertisements, and documentaries focusing on student activities and issues in their world. Students will produce videos to submit in multiple video competitions over the course of the school year and will shoot video for outside groups in the JAPAC and throughout the district.  Students will produce videos for LCPS-TV to be broadcast throughout the district on the web and on TV.

EXPECTATIONS FOR ATTENDANCE:    

Students must recognize that absences will interfere with their academic success in TV & Broadcast Media.

Major classroom assignments, which have been scheduled in advance, will be expected to be submitted on the day of the student's return to school.  Students will be expected to make arrangements with the classroom teacher for quizzes missed because of "excused" absences with the three (3) day period.  No credit will be received for work completed when a student is under an “Unexcused” status.  In case of an extended illness, the classroom teacher can make accommodations at the request of the student.

INSTRUCTIONAL REQUIREMENTS:

Covering events outside  of  class is required for all students.  Students  must cover at least one major event per marking period to pass the course.  Students are also expected to work after school on video projects as part of their homework.  Students may need to schedule lab time after school at the Pankow Center in order to edit videos.  All students are required to enter 1 video contest per card marking or cover one multi camera shoot in the JAPAC per card marking.

Classroom Participation:    

All students are expected to take an active role in their learning.  Since a great deal of television production takes place in a group setting, it is vital for all group members to contribute equally for the success of the project.  Students who do not contribute or who take a passive role in the creation of their videos will lose points towards their group grade as a result.

When students are not actively involved in their projects they are expected to finish their book work or focus on individual learning using the multiple resources available on the computers and in the classroom.

Dangerous filming or intentional filming of dangerous behavior or inappropriate behavior on camera may result in suspension of equipment privileges resulting in an alternative research project.
