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Course Description

This course will focus on geometric concepts and connecting them to real life applications.  In this class, you will begin to develop geometric skills by working with shapes, algebra equations, straightedges, protractors and applying your critical thinking skills.  This course will also review topics for the ACT testing.

Daily Warm-Ups (Part of Effort 20% of your overall grade)

· You will have daily warm-ups, which are intended to review the concepts learned the previous day, preview upcoming concepts, or practice answering sample ACT questions.  
· You must attempt each and every problem, and show work for each one.  If you have difficulty answering the problem on your own, seek assistance from a classmate, or fill in the information when we are reviewing as a class.  

Daily Assignments – including any class activities or projects (worth 30% of your overall grade)
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Assignments are an integral part of the learning process; therefore, it is important that you complete every assignment carefully and thoroughly. Notes taken in class will help tremendously as you work through the problems in the assignment. Students will have ample class time to complete assignments. Most students’ will complete assignments in class, however, whatever is not completed will then be homework.
· You must show all work on every assignment! Even if you have difficulty with an assignment problem/assignment, you should still attempt every single problem. No problems should be left blank. Assignments must be completed BEFORE coming to class.  They will be collected and graded at random (at times for accuracy, for completeness, or not graded at all).  
· Activities and projects are checked for completeness, effort, in addition to accuracy and can vary in points from 4 to 25 point, depending on the difficulty and the amount of work required.  Typically you will receive a grading rubric to illustrate how points can be earned.    

Quizzes/Tests (worth 50% of your overall grade) 

· Quizzes/Tests are generally worth 15 to 50 points, depending on the difficulty and the amount of material covered.

· We always review in class for test, one to two days prior to test day.  Every test review will include a practice test, which strongly resembles the actual test.  I understand that test anxiety exists; therefore, the practice ones are intended to lessen the stress.  

Absent Work

· When returning from an absence, copy any missed work notes from classmate or ask me. If your absence is excused, absent work is due one week from the last day of your absence.  If you missed a quiz, you must schedule a makeup and take it within one week of your return.  

· If your absence is unexcused, then you will receive zero credit for that assignment or quiz. 

Personal Planners/passes

At the beginning of each quarter I will give you your passes for that quarter.  It has 5 passes for you to use.  These will be the only ones given to you…don’t lose them or share them because they will have your name on them.  If you do not use them you will get Extra Credit at the end of the quarter.
