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Schools of Choice ~ Frequently Asked Questions

Q1:
When can I turn in my child’s application?

A1:
Limited and Unlimited External Schools of Choice:  Only during the approved application window (which is approved by the School Board each year). 

In-District Transfer and Employee Non-Resident:  Anytime.
Q2:
I have children that already attend school “A,” can my kindergartener attend the same school as their siblings?

A2:
The district will do their best to place siblings at the same school, based on available space. Siblings are placed prior to new families entering the

district, assuming their applications are received early in the application process.

Q3:
What happens when the number of Limited Schools of Choice applications exceeds the number of available seats?

A3:
State statute requires the district to hold a lottery if there are more applicants than seats available at a building. The applications will be drawn randomly and the students selected will be contacted after the lottery.

· Families are required to select all building lotteries they would like to participate in. If they only chose one school and are not selected in the lottery they will not be automatically entered into the next school lottery.

· A list from the building lotteries will be kept at Student Information Services to fill any seats that reopen until the first Friday of school.

Q4:
If I move out of the L’Anse Creuse district are my children able to stay in their current schools?

A4:
You must apply for External Schools of Choice (SOC); however this will not guarantee your child’s placement. 

· If your current building has SOC seats available for all SOC students applying at that particular building; your child can return.

· If your current building has SOC seats available and your child is selected through the lottery; your child can return.

· If your current building does not have any seats available, then you will automatically be required to apply for a different building.

Q5:
Once my child has been accepted through Schools of Choice, do I need to re-apply for Schools of Choice every year?

A5:
No, once your child is enrolled through External Schools of Choice it is effective through graduation or until enrollment is broken.
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
