LCHS Athletic Event Policies-PLEASE 
REVIEW! 

Please make sure to review the policies/rules for all 
Athletic Events in the “CLUBS/ATHLETICS” Section. 

• ALL STUDENTS MUST have their student ID 
to enter any Athletic Event (or any building 
event outside of normal school hours).  NO 
ID=NO ENTRY. 

• There is an entry fee for all Athletic 
Events.  The entry fee is for adults & students. 
If your student is denied entry, they are 
expected to leave the premises. 

• Building entry for Athletic Events is through the 
front of the building only.  If a spectator parks 
in the back parking lot, they must walk around 
to the front of the building for entry.  

• Children under high school age WILL NOT will 
be permitted into events unless accompanied 
by an adult. 

• The adult is expected to stay for the entire 
event. 



 

LCHS Athletic Passes/Admission Prices

Away Game Admission Policies 

• Payment protocols vary by school.  Please 
make sure you check the away school’s 
website for information on how to obtain entry 
at their facility.  Some schools require entry 
purchase online BEFORE the event. 

• Students are REQUIRED to have their actual 
ID when attending an away game.  Most 
schools WILL NOT accept a photo copy of an 
ID, picture of an ID, a coach or LCHS staff 
member vouching for the student or bringing 
up their profile in PowerSchool.  Students that 
do not have an actual ID will not be permitted 
entry into the game.  This is per the away 
school’s policy.
